The position requires a flexible work schedule and evenings and weekends may be required.
This position involves a 35-hour per week, flexible work schedule that will be determined by the Clinical Supervisor.  OAP Behavioural and Family Services are provided in a variety of settings, based on identified goals, and may include family homes, schools, program centres, or other environments as stipulated. 
The successful applicant will be a graduate of the Autism & Behavioural Science Program, Behavioural Science Technology Program and/or Behavioural Psychology Program.   

Candidates must have:

• Direct experience working with children and youth with an Autism Spectrum Disorder. 

• Demonstrated knowledge and competencies in Applied Behavioural Analysis.  

• Demonstrated experience in the design of behavioural programming and curriculum development.  

• Knowledge of child development, family dynamics and experience providing consultation to others.  
Successful completion of all mandatory training will be required.  The ability to speak French and any previous completion of the Provincial IBI Training or online Relias training modules will be considered assets.
